NIEPMD launched the clinical testing service of
Oxygen Saturation level for Covid- 19 suspects, on July
27. Nachiketa Rout, Director, NIEPMD inaugurated
the clinical test (Modified GMWT) that will check
cardio-pulmonary endurance and exercise tolerance.

Patients infected with Covid-19 disease have re-
duced exercise tolerance and blood oxygen saturation
levels. Thas test will indicate whether the patient has
the required cardio-pulmonary endurance.

The modified 6 min Walk Test (6GMWT) wall help
to find out fluctuation of heart rate and blood oxygen
levels, whach are bound to change upon exertion. The
oxygen saturation and heart rate of the individual will
be momtored before and after the modified 6 minute
walk test and reports will be submitted to the medical
officer.
